SUSPENSIONS OF RIGHTS OF DELINQUENT OWNERS

Resolved:  that the Board suspend (a) the voting rights of owners of condominium units who are more than 90 days delinquent in the payment of any monetary obligations to the Association and (b) the rights of such owners and of any and all occupants of their units to use certain Summit common elements. Such delinquent’s owners include each of the owners of the 16 units listed on the delinquent list presented to the Board by the Manager. The suspension shall be effective on a date to be set by the President. Such owners shall be notified of this suspension by mail or email. The suspension shall remain in effect untill all sums due have been paid in full. The common elements covered by the suspension are pool, pool deck, except for the walkways, common area showers, hot tubs, tennis courts, picnic areas, and fitness center. Further, the President is authorized to instruct the Manager to send or deliver letters from the Summit’s attorney, in the form submitted to the Board addressing payment of rent to the Association, to tenants of owners who are more than 90 days delinquent in the payment of any monetary obligation due to the Association.
RESOLVED that any furniture and other items of value that are proposed to be disposed of by the SOA shall be offered for sale to owners and others.
