No SOA Subsidy for Beach Promotions Compan

Brite Promotions, a newly formed division of Brite Media Group who in January acquired the assets o
the AMP agency (formally owned by Alloy Media and Marketing) had recently submitted a request to
the SOA to help defray what is said to be unanticipated extra costs they would experience this year t
provide on the beach security and portable bathrooms necessary to satisfy new local permitting requife-
ments for their event. It was proposed that the SOA help pay a portion of their extra expense, which
added up to a cost to them upwards of $30,000. The SOA has formally declined thestasing proposal
and Brite Promotions in fact will absorb the extra costs associated with providing the services.
